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Mr. Yoshinori Matsui, the International Director and Mr. Koichi Shimura, the
General Secretary of JKF Wado Kai met with the 2008 Wadokai World
Championships organizing committee December 112007 to discuss various
issues pertaining to the event. The outcome meeting is as follows:

1. Revised conditions of athlete participation

Each country may bring an unlimited number of athletes for the individual
kumite and kata division. Team competition will be limited to a maximum of 3
teams per team event.

If a country has a country headquarters then all entries will be coordinated
and submitted through the country headquarters. If a country does not have a
headquarters (such as USA and England) then entries will be coordinated by
the various independent groups in that country not limited to branches.

The only prerequisite is that the participant be a valid member of JKF
Wadokai.

Individual membership of JKF Wado Kai may be obtained upon paying an
additional $30 per entry.

2. Dan examination

Those planning to undergo examination for all JKF Wado Kai dan ranks from
NIDAN and above must submit a copy of their most recent JKF Wado Kai Dan
certificate with their application by June 15, 2008.

Those without dan certificates from JKF Wado Kai should submit a copy of
their most recent dan certificate with their application by June 15, 2008.
Applications for dan examinations will NOT be accepted after June 15,
2008.
